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There	is	a	growing	demand	for	gluten	free	items,	as	well	as	other	special	items	
such	as	dairy	free	and	egg	free.		If	you	are	able	to	bake	special	dietary	items	it	
would	also	be	greatly	appreciated.		Please	include	a	note	with	your	goods	if	they	
meet	a	particular	special	dietary	requirement.

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Please	deliver	your	items	in	sealed	plastic	containers	as	it	helps	us	to	store	them	
correctly.			If	you	have	display	platters	or	cake	plates	with	domes,	that	you	would	
be	willing	to	loan,	please	let	us	know	as	this	all	helps	to	make	our	café	look	even	
better.			Don't	forget	to	label	everything,	and	please	collect	your	items	on	Monday
